• Library Cart Loading System and Method - Patent No. 6,203,262
 The Library Cart Loading System sorts to standard library trucks in a manner 
 that provides space for multiple sorts (a larger number of books). This spares 
 your staff from fine-sorting and lessens the number of trips to shelve items. 

• Hands-Free Book Return - Patent No. 6, 422,457 
 With the Hands-Free Book Return, patrons handle and return items without 
 having to simultaneously hold the return open. From the Hands-Free 
 Return, the book gently lands onto a conveyor belt; the Tech Logic AMH 
 system then checks the item in.  

 Our book return systems don’t create lines; they eliminate them.

 Conventional book returns require that patrons place items into the return 
 item by item. Some book returns even require that the patron perform     
 self-checkin! And if the patron doesn’t place or scan the book correctly, the 
 return ejects the book -- and the patron has to start all over again.  Some 
 conventional returns print a receipt for each item, item by item. The receipts 
 give the patron proof that a book has been returned.  The Tech Logic Hands-
 Free Book Return and sorting system is fast, efficient, and easy.  Patrons can 
 be confident that their books have been checked back in and that they won’t 
 be held responsible for system errors. 

 
• Inclined Conveyor - Patent No. 6,557,696
 Tech Logic’s conveyors can change from a horizontal placement to a vertical 
 incline to accommodate your library’s space needs and architecture. The 
 conveyors are “sandwich conveyors” that gently retain the books despite       
 the incline. The inclined conveyors provide unlimited possibilities for the       
 configuration and placement of your AMH system. For example, your library 
 could have your system start at a ground floor book return, and then tilt 
 down to the basement level, freeing other floors for public areas, archives, 
 special collections, etc. Or, Tech Logic can install conveyors that climb to and 
 then move through a drop ceiling.

 You can imagine the spatial limits a horizontally-inclined only conveyor, or 
 even a conventional “water wheel” design would impose on your library.  

• Smart Bin® - Patent No. 7,004,709
 Tech Logic’s patented Smart Bins (used for sorting, including collection 
 code sorting) include a photoelectric eye that tells the bin to adjust its 
 floor according to the quantity of books.  Even if you only have one book in a 
 Smart Bin, that book is always at the top of the bin for easy retrieval. 

 Conventional book bins require that your staff reach deep to retrieve 
 from the bottom of the bin.  And since the floors of conventional bins don’t 
 self-adjust, a book dropped into an empty bin will land hard.
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
